 Workshop Format

1. The theme is “Iatrogenic Lesions”.  Pathological lesions associated with drugs, chemical agents, biopsy procedures, surgical procedures, radiation, etc, are included in the topic.

2. The Workshop is open to all participants.

3. 30 cases with illustrative and educational value will be selected for presentation from all the submitted cases.

4. Each contributor of the selected cases will run a 5-minute presentation at the Workshop.

5. 70 participants submitting a case will receive the full set of slides for their collection.  Priority in receiving slide set will be given to those who have submitted a case and whose case is selected for presentation.  The remaining 40 sets will be given to those who have registered and submitted a case on a first-come-first-serve basis.

 Instructions for Case Contributors

1. Contributors may submit more than one case but are asked to exercise reasonable restraint.

2. Contributors are required to send in 75 H&E sections together with a completed case submission form in triplicate.

3. Contributors can use the original form attached herewith, make neat copies of the form, prepare a form with similar format, or download an electronic version from the web site www.hkcpath.org .

4. All typing must fit within the box lines.  Do not use too small font size; point size 10–12 is encouraged.

5. Deadline for case submission is July 30, 2001.

6. The contributors will be notified of selection results by the mid-August, 2001.

7. The contributors will be required to complete registration for the Congress by August 31, 2001.  Failure to do so will disqualify a contributor from participating in the Workshop and receiving the slide set.
