 Presentation Session for Pathologists in Training

1. Aims

· To encourage trainees to develop a deeper and wider scope in their subspecialties

· To promote sharing of experience that is of interest and with educational value among trainees

· To provide an opportunity for trainees to practice presentation skills 

· To serve as a platform for trainees to fulfill training requirement

2. Date, Time, Duration and Venue

The session is held annually before the TB Teoh Lecture on the day of AGM and Fellow Conferment Ceremony at the Hong Kong Academy of Medicine Building. It will last for two and a half hours, depending on the actual number of presentations.

3. Format

Stage presentation for 15 minutes, including time for questions and comments from floor. An abstract of the presentation in not more than 300 words is to be submitted in advance. Abstracts will be compiled and printed in an abstract book to be distributed at the meeting. Case review, project and research are acceptable.

4.
Abstract Submission and Selection 

Abstracts should be sent directly to the organizing member. All submitted abstracts will normally be invited for stage presentation. The EC may need to select abstracts for presentation, should the number of submissions exceeds 8.  Trainees who have submitted an abstract will receive a confirmation letter. A final programme will be sent to members of the College together with the reminder for AGM.

5.
Certificates and Prize


All presenters will receive a certificate of participation. A best presentation award in form of a certificate, plaque and prize will be given. Assessment will be based on content of the works, presentation skills and responses to questions and comments.

6.
Panel of Judges


Five judges from different subspecialties will be invited by the EC. 

7. Marking and award
The marking would base on medical relevance, originality & study design, scientific content, findings & conclusion and presentation skill including question and answer.

For judges who are direct supervisors of presenters or involved in the study, the marks from the judge will not be included for the calculation of the average score. 

The final score of a presenter is the average of the scores from the judges. The award will be given to the presenter with the highest score.

Accreditation


CME/CPD points will be awarded to fellows in the audience. The Committee will apply for CME for non-specialists for trainees.
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
